The BID, Library and Information in Germany (Federal Union 
of German Library and Information Associations), is the um-
brella organisation for all institutional and personal members’ 
institutions in professional librarianship. BID fosters inter-
national cooperation. For this purpose, it has established 
"Library and Information International" (BI-International) as a 
permanent commission. BI-International contributes to the 
creation of an international network by supporting profes-
sional exchange. 
· BI-International organises and subsidizes study trips by 

foreign library and information professionals to Germany. 
· The commission provides financial support for professional 

visits to German libraries
· BI-International supports the participation in international 

conferences and seminars
· It attends to the international delegation invited to the annual  

librarians’ meetings in Germany (Bibliothekartag and Biblio-
thekskongress)

· BI-International organises and funds professional visits and 
study tours by German librarians to other countries
